SPILL CLEANUP: Spills from aerosol cans are unlikely and are generally of small volume. Large spills are therefore not normally
considered a problem. In case of actual rupture, avoid breathing vapors and ventilate area well. Remove sources of ignition and
use non-sparking equipment. Soak up material with inert absorbent and place in safety containers for proper disposal.
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SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS: Aerosol products represent a limited hazard and will not spill or leak unless ruptured. In case of rupture
contents are generally evacuated from the can rapidly.
